Special Advisory for Residents

The bridge connecting Main Street to Highway 533 is NOT closed.  

The Northeast Region Ministry of Transportation management office states: 

“I inspected both bridges, Site 43X-0092/B0 today due to concerns with the flood and high water level. Both structures were found in safe condition, no movements of the structures have been observed at the time of the inspection. Water level was approximately 3 ft below bottom of the trusses. 

Stay away from areas impacted by the flood to ensure safety of workers and volunteers working diligently to keep water levels from reaching homes.  
Watch for changing conditions and take precautionary measures, including:

· Heed road signs warning of closures

· Don’t attempt to drive on flooded roads

· Protect properties in low-lying areas at risk of water damage
